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Yet one more episode in the chronicles of
repression is now well-known to all: on
October 1 [2009] Alfredo Bonanno (from Italy)
and Christos Stratigopoulos (from Greece),
two anarchists who have already been hit by
repression on a number of occasions, were
arrested in Greece following a robbery, and
imprisoned in the small town of Amfissa.
We all agree on much-debated points such
as the attack on this system of exploitation
that builds jails and represses every form of
rebellion, and are for the total destruction of
all prisons. We also agree that support and
solidarity be given to imprisoned comrades
everywhere. We want all our comrades free,
along with each and every rebel currently de-
tained in the dungeons of whatever State and,
having our own concept of social retribution,
are against prison even for our enemies.
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
